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FILM & TELEVISION PRODUCTION ROLES

crew
DIRECTOR:

A director is responsible for overseeing every creative aspect of a film. They develop
a vision for a film, decide how it should look, what tone it should have, and what an
audience should gain from the cinematic experience. He/she is in short the storyteller.

PRODUCER:

A producer creates the conditions for making . The producer initiates, coordinates,
supervises and controls matters such as fundraising, hiring key personnel, and
arranging for distributors. The producer is involved throughout all phases of the
filmmaking process from development to completion of a project.

SCRIPT-WRITER:
A script-writer is a person who writes for movies, plays, television and comedy shows.

CAMERA PERSON:

The camera operator is responsible for physically operating the camera and maintaining
composition throughout a given scene or shot. The camera operator will collaborate
with the director, actors and crew to make technical and creative decisions.

SOUND RECORDIST:

The sound recordist is responsible for recording all sound and sound effects on set
during the photography of a film .

production

PRODUCTION MANAGER:

The production manager supervises the physical aspects of the production (not the
creative aspects) including personnel, technology, budget, and scheduling. It is the
production manager's responsibility to make sure the filming stays on schedule and
within it's budget

PRODUCTION ASSISTANT:

A production assistant assists the production manager and director. Production
assistants, almost always referred to as PAs, also assist in the production office with
general tasks

SCRIPT SUPerVISOR (CONTINUITY):
The script supervisor keeps track of what parts of the script have been filmed
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RESEARCHER:

The role of the programme researcher is to gather information about a subject and
identify potential media-friendly interviewees

talent

ACTORS:
An actor is a person who portrays a character in a dramatic production

PRESENTERS:
A person who introduces or hosts a particular programme.

INTERVIEWEES:

A interviewee offers information about a subject. In general the information gathered
in interviews will be edited for broadcast.

post production

EDITOR:

The editor’s “invisible” art uses imagery, music, actor’s performances, sound, rhythm
and pace to connect two or more together to form a sequence and thenceforth connecting
these sequences to form an entire movie.

COMPOSER:

A composer will create a musical score specifically to accompany a film or allow variations
or extracts of their music to be used as part of the film’s soundtrack

VISUAL EFFECTS:

This is the term given to images that are created and manipulated for film and video.
Visual effects usually involve the integration of live-action footage with computer-
generated imagery or other elements (such as pyrotechnics or model work) in order to
create characters, objects, environments or scenarios.
